May is National Dog Bite Prevention 
month so we’ve listed some tips to help 
you and your pet avoid dog bites. We 
hope this helps you have a wonderful, 
safe summer with your pet! 
  
• Ask Before you Pet: Always ask pet 
owners before petting their dogs. Then 
you will know in advance if it will be a 
tail waggin’ experience!  
• Manners Matter: It’s best not to 
approach a doggy from behind or make 
loud or abrupt movements. Dogs do 
not like to be taken by surprise; 
especially by strangers – so say hello 
to the doggy before you give him a 
scratch behind the ears! 
• Educate Your Children: Most victims 
who require medical attention from dog 
bites are children. Teach your kids the 
tips mentioned above and supervise 
their behavior around unfamiliar dogs.
• Socialization: It is important to make 
your dog feel comfortable and secure 
around other animals and people. 
Socializing your doggy at an early age 
can help develop his comfort level 
around others. 
• Know Your Dog: Being aware of your 
dog’s personality goes a long way to 
avoid potentially unpleasant situations. 
Keep an eye on your dog’s body 
language. Even normally even-
tempered pooches can feel stress and 
may bite without warning if they’re 
feeling threatened. 
• Practice Responsible Pet Care: For 
the safety of others, ensure your pet is 
properly vaccinated. Also, keep your 
doggy on a leash in unfamiliar 
environments to maintain control of the 
situation.
